She studied at the HB 
Studio, Weist‐Barron Film School, Michael Howard Studios, Alvin Ailey Dance and with 
the acclaimed Luigi at Luigi’s Jazz Centre.  She has performed at the Actor’s Institute 
and has been cast in numerous theater/film productions, including Law & Order:SVU.
